A. 2009/10 Season Plan and Budget Outlook

JUNE

The Zydeco event will take place Wednesday, June 30th from 6:30 pm-9:00pm. This will be held at Night Heron Park in collaboration with the resorts Sundown festival. This event is budgeted at $4,000.   No Tickets required.  
Mr. Lipuma stated that once the Zydeco performance has taken place the 2009/2010 season will be complete. The committee reviewed the 2009/2010 budget. 

Mrs. Johnson stated that a piano rental fee for the Songs my Father Taught me event has not yet been submitted as well as receipts for supplies for other events have not been allocated for. Mr. Lipuma stated that from this year’s remaining budget donations will be made to Holy Spirit Catholic Church and Episcopal Church of Our Saviour.  
Committee Members discussed purchasing spotlights and appointed Mr. Blizard is going to further investigate types and pricing.  Mrs. Johnson suggested obtaining prices for sound systems but would need to know what specs are most suitable for Arts council events.  Mr. Lipuma stated that Ms. Braswell should purchase more tickets and poster display holders to come out of this season’s budget.    

B. 2010-2011 Season Planning 

The committee discussed the 2010/2011 season tentative scheduling and is as follows:  

SEPTEMBER 2010

Jimmy Keys is scheduled for late Wednesday, September 15th at 7:30pm at Turtlepoint. The budget for this event is $3000. 

OCTOBER 2010

The William and Mary Gentlemen of the College a capella group was added and is scheduled for either Sunday, October 10th or Monday, October 11th at 4:00pm at Church of our Saviour.  An honorarium is budgeted for $300.   

The Michelle Amato Quintet performance will take place Thursday, October 14th at 7:30pm at Turtle Point. This event is budgeted at $3300 with the performance fee being $2750 and the rest is allocated for accommodations. Mrs. Morganstein is checking into options on island. The committee suggested inquiring with Pam Harrington and the resort for a one night stay. 

The Serenity to Eternity event by pianist Konstantin Soukhovetski will take place Thursday, October 28th at 7:30pm at Church of our Saviour. This event is budgeted at $2,500 with the performance fee being $1500 and the rest is allocated for piano rental. 

CSO Symphony on the Green is set for Saturday, October 30th at 5:00pm at Freshfields following the CSO House Tour. This event is an ATAX event budgeted at $25,000. No Tickets required. 




    NOVEMBER 2010

The first 2 of 4 Piano Bar events will tentatively take place two consecutive weeks in November. The first half of the series is budgeted at $500.  

DECEMBER 2010

CSO Holiday Concert is set for Thursday, December 2nd at 7:30pm at Holy Spirit Catholic Church.  This is an outreach event that will be either a brass or strings performance. This event is budgeted at $7,500. The event could possibly be changed to Pro Musica depending on the status of the CSO at the time.   

The Gift of Magi by Chamber Music Charleston will take place Sunday, December 12th at 4:00pm at Church of Our Saviour.  This event is budgeted at $3,800.

JANUARY 2011

Movies/ Visual Arts 1 of 4 will take place Friday January 7th at 3:00pm at the Sandcastle.  The budget is $250.
The Copeland House Chamber Music Seasons is scheduled for Tuesday, January 11th at 7:30pm at Church of Our Saviour. This event is budgeted at $5,100. 

The second 2 of 4 Piano Bar events is tentatively scheduled for consecutive weeks in January. This last half of the series is budgeted at $500.  

Tommy Gill Jazz or Rod Powell Folk Music will tentatively be scheduled in January. This event is budgeted at $2,600.

FEBRUARY 2011

Planet D Nonet Big Band is scheduled for Friday, February 4th at 7:30pm at EB Conference Center. This event is budgeted at $4000. 

Movies/Visual Arts 2 of 4 will take place Friday, February 18th at 3:00pm at the Sandcastle.  The budget is $250.
The Charleston Ballet Theatre performance is tentatively set for mid February at East Beach Conference Center. This event is budgeted at $8,300

 




MARCH 2011

APRIL 2011

JUNE 2011

HARPER (Didgeridoo) is scheduled for Wednesday, June 29th at 6:30pm at Night Heron Park. This event will be in conjunction with an Art exhibit by the Seabrook/Kiawah Art Guild.   This event is budgeted at $4,000.No Tickets required. 

PENDING

The Visual Art and movies events have been combined totaling a budget of $2,000. Committee members decided that the number of movies allocated for this series should be reduced from 8 to 4. Mrs. Burnaford will hold her movie events on Friday, January 7th and Friday, February 18th. Mrs. Perry will have to decided on the dates for her movies once she has been informed of the reduction since she was absent at the time of this meeting.    
Quintango event is still undetermined if it will be included in this season. The event was originally budgeted for $4,000. 
Mrs. Morganstein presented hosting a film and music event in conjunction with the Our World lecture group on the History of Jazz.  The committee discussed instead of the history of jazz showing the film Pumpkin Brown and Quentin Baxter and musicians to perform afterwards.  The committee suggested Mrs. Morganstein approach the Our world Series with this proposition and inquire if they will supply the wine. This event would be tentatively scheduled for November. No budget was discussed at this time.   



Gigi Sireyjol-Horsley presented Gaubert Vivant, an international Flute and Piano concert project is tribute to famous French musician/composer, Philippe Gaubert as an addition to the 2010-2011 season. The two musicians performing are Nicolas Duchamp and Barbara McKenzie. Nicolas will be playing Gaubert’s newly restored flute that dates by to 1874.  The project will be on tour and in Charleston Oct. 22nd, 23rd, or 26th, 2010. Mrs. Sireyjol-Horsley stated this was a once on a lifetime opportunity and the fee is $1000 for a Kiawah based performance. Mr. Lipuma stated that the committee would consider hosting this event based on the rarity of the performance however the next season’s budget is already allocated. He thanked Mrs. Sireyjol-Horsley for coming to the meeting and that they would let her know what is decided.
