New Business:

A. Election of Planning Commission Chairman and Vice Chairman

Mr. Peterson announced that Mr. Colvin had resigned from the Planning Commission
because he is moving to Santa Fe, New Mexico as a fulltime resident. Mr. Larry lwan
was appointed by Town Council to fill Mr. Colvin’s unexpired term. Mr. Peterson stated
that Mr. Colvin’s service will be missed.

Mr. Juchatz nominated Mr. Capelli for the position of Planning Commission Vice
Chair. Mrs. Neuman seconded the motion. No other nominations were made. Mr.
Capelli was unanimously elected as Planning Commission Vice Chair.

Mr. Frank Toland, Charleston County Planning Staff explained that Mr. Royal presented
a letter requesting the extension of the above referenced preliminary plat. Mr. Juchatz
asked if the request was timely submitted. Mr. Toland stated that the request was timely
submitted as it was received by the Planning Director in December 2007.

Mr. Juchatz motioned to approve a six month extension of 20146-P Preliminary
Plat. Mr. Trees seconded the motion.

Mr. Royal presented the Planning Commission with a rendering of proposed waterscapes
that will be built in Ocean Oasis and discussed several architectural aspects of the project.
Mr. Royal stated that due to the current economic situation he is requesting an extension
of the preliminary plat approval and that the projects’ infrastructures are 85-90%
complete. Mr. Juchatz stated that he wanted to make it clear that this approval is for a six
month extension and that no promises can be made as to receiving additional extension
approvals.
