     Approval Of Minutes: 

A. Planning Commission Minutes for Public Hearing for August 8, 2007

V. Subdivision Request: 

Andrew Capelli asked Mr. Frank Tolland, Chas. Co. Planning to define the terms “Preliminary Approval” and “Conditional Approval” for the Commission members, for proper clarification.  Mr. Tolland explained that the “Preliminary Approval” is the first phase of approval from Charleston County Planning, with the intent of the development on the platted site.  The “Conditional Approval” is the phase in which the bonds for infrastructure and public utilities are secured from the developer for a period of usually fourteen months.  Under a conditional approval property can be sold and built on, but not occupied.  The developer can amend to extend the bond period, if needed to complete the project.
